WHEREAS health care auxiliaries in British Columbia are local organizations that represent dedicated adult and youth
volunteers who enhance the care and comfort of patients and their families, and help raise funds to improve and support
health care in local communities, and

WHEREAS health care auxiliary volunteers work on hospital campuses and in the community, in roles such as hospital
visitors, gift shop staff, fundraising event organizers, bakers, knitters and many other roles that are needed to support
health care facilities and programs in their communities, and

WHEREAS the BC Association of Healthcare Auxiliaries (BCAHA) provides health care auxiliaries in British Columbia
with education, information, resources and support, as well as promotes best practices and the exchange of 1deas among
member auxiliaries to keep them current and connected, and

WHEREAS the BCAHA promotes the recruitment and support of youth volunteers at member auxiliaries and recognizes
the work of youth volunteers by offering bursaries and scholarships each year to students pursuing education in health
care-related fields, and

WHEREAS Health Care Auxiliaries Day 1s an opportunity to recognize the dedicated volunteers of health care auxiliaries,
whose countless hours of work raise millions of dollars to support health care and bring comfort to those spending time in
health care facilities in communities throughout British Columbia;
